Consent Agenda for 5a & 5c with Consent Agenda for 5b: 5B was not approved due to Council Meeting being Tuesday June 1, 2021 and month closed out Monday May 31, 2021. Items 5a and 5c was approved. Motion- Jeff Neu Second* Robert Sharp Vote- 5-0
Consider/take action on agenda item presented by Jennifer Kiesel requesting a 4-way stop sign at the intersection of 6th and Maple: The Council ask for a recommendation from Chief Yarbrough. The Chief stated he did not see a call for an additional 4-way stop sign, already in place is a 4-way stop at the intersection of 6th and Pecan, which is 1 block away. Having 2 stop signs within 2 blocks would be too close together. No motion was made.
Consider/take action on agenda item presented by Jennifer Kiesel requesting a dog barking/nuisance ordinance: Alderman Block verified there is a barking dog in the neighborhood. Chief Yarbrough said the city can pass a barking dog ordinance but would need to set standards on what would be considered a violation. Mr. Anderle stated there are several ways to write the ordinance, based on noise or time barking. This item was tabled until a future meeting to allow time for an ordinance to be written.
Consider/ratify a simple plat for Pat Fuhrmann dividing a property into 2 lots at 301 N Willow: The Mayor advised the Council that the plat does abide by the size requirements for the zoning and also verified the setback requirement. Motion- Jeff Neu Second-Klay Gilbert Motion-5-0 Consider/take action on agreement for a grant writer with G&G Municipal Consulting and
Grant Writer: Mayor Neu stated to the council the need for a grant writer. There is a sizable USDA grant available, but the application process takes a grant writer. This grant would allow the City to purchase generators for the water wells as well as a number of other items. The annual cost of G&G is $22,500 annually for a 1 year contact. Mr. Grasso addressed the Council providing information on his company and said that he would work with the City, Fire Department and Police Department to write grants.

Consider/take action on Ordinance 0621-1, amending the fee schedule: Mayor Neu explained to the council that after reviewing the fee schedule, there are several items that needs to be adjusted to allow the City to regain expenses being charged.
Consider/take action on date for budget workshop in July. The day chosen was July 27, 2021 Consider/take action on Ordinance 0621-2, amending the 2020-2021 budget: The purpose of the amending the budget is to provide a more accurate set of number for the 2021-2022 budget. Mayor Neu explained each line item of change to the Council.

Discuss/take action on any and all pending litigation matters with Blackrock LLC: Mayor Neu stated that there will be no need for executive session or discussion since the process with go forward. There will be no action on this executive item.
